Code of Conduct

July 13 to 23, 2011

1. All students must be in their own rooms by 10:30 p.m. unless they obtain
permission from Dr. Wirth or Lori McNamara to do otherwise.

2. No girls are ever allowed in the boys’ dorm/rooms; no boys are ever allowed in
the girls’ dorm/rooms. Breach of this rule is immediate grounds for
dismissal.

3. Students must attend all classes, forums, and lectures unless they obtain the
permission of a staff member to do otherwise. Attendance will be taken.

4. The YoUNG ARTIST WORLD PIANO FESTIVAL uses a buddy system. Never walk
alone from the housing area to the music department or vice versa. On Monday’s
outing, you must always be in a group of 3 and never walk out of eyesight of your

group.

5. Students may never leave the Bethel University campus unless they obtain
permission from Dr. Wirth or Lori McNamara to do so.

6. When you are practicing, always stay alert.

7. No illegal manufacture, distribution, dispensation, or possession of a controlled
substance (illegal drugs or alcohol) will be allowed at Festival. Possession of any
illegal substances is immediate grounds for dismissal.

8. Physical or verbal harassment of anyone during Festival will not be tolerated. Any
form of inappropriate sexual behavior is absolutely prohibited.

9. Please respect the property made available to you at camp. Any damage to dorm
rooms, musical instruments, or other college property or the personal property of
others must be paid for before leaving camp. Screens are to remain on windows at all
times...these are for your protection.

10. Please respect the other attendees, the Artist Faculty, and counselors who give so
much time and energy during Festival.
